Explanation of CVIEW 3 Database Reports

There are five database reports included on the CVIEW 3 CD.  The files have been converted to Microsoft Word documents from the original Oracle output files.  Both the Oracle output (.lst) and the Word (.doc) files are included on the CD.  The reader is referred to the Word documents for readability and ease in printing.

1. SAFER View Summary Report  (view_sum_report.doc)

2. SAFER Snapshot Definition Report for Carrier Data  (carrier_snapshot_def_report.doc)

3. SAFER Snapshot Definition Report for Vehicle Data  (vehicle_snapshot_def_report.doc)   

4. SAFER View Definition Report for Carrier Data (view_matrix_DOT30_car.doc)

5. SAFER View Definition Report for Vehicle Data (view_matrix_DOT30_veh.doc)

These reports are described in the following paragraphs.

1. The SAFER View Summary report (view_sum_report.doc) contains a list of the available views and view versions associated with a particular release of the database (e.g. 3.0). It contains the following information:


VIEW ID - view identifier associated with the view (the Q... names originated with EDI)


ENTITY - snapshot entity associated with the view (either Carrier or Vehicle)


VIEW NAME - short name for the view


VIEW NAME LONG - long name for the view


VIEW TYPE
- view type

· Output - used in a SAFER Query. 

· Update - used in a Snapshot Segment Update (SSU); will Update an existing record but will not   Insert (create) a new record.

· Insert - used in a Snapshot Segment Update (SSU); will Update an existing record or will Insert a new record. 

· Delete (not implemented)


KEYS - the Snapshot Segment Update search key fields associated with this view 

  (Output views do not have SSU search keys).

VIEW VERSION DESCRIPTION - short description of the view version

2. The SAFER Snapshot Definition reports (vehicle_snapshot_def_report.doc and carrier_snapshot_def_report.doc) list all of the database tables and columns that make up a snapshot.

The reports contains the following information:


TABLE - Oracle table name.


ENTITY - snapshot entity associated with the table (either Carrier or Vehicle)


COMMENT 
- table description 


FNUM - snapshot field number (used as a cross reference to the SAFER View Definition report) 


FIELD NAME - Oracle column name for the SAFER data element.


TYPE(LEN) – data type associated with the field. Character data includes the width of the field in bytes. Numeric data includes the precision (total number of digits) and scale (number of digits to the right of the decimal point)


FIELD COMMENT - data dictionary definition for the data element.

3. The SAFER View Definition reports (view_matrix_DOT30_car.doc and view_matrix_DOT30_veh.doc) show the SAFER snapshot fields that are contained in each SAFER view.  

(Note: These files can be printed on an Epson stylus color 1520 plotter, landscape, with ledger size paper 11x17, font size 9.5 for the vehicle file and 7.5 for carrier file.)

The tables include the following columns:


FNUM - snapshot field number (used as a cross reference to the SAFER Snapshot Definition report) 

DB TABLE/VIEW NAME.FIELD NAME - a combination of the field name and its associated database table or view (Oracle not SAFER)


TYPE(LEN) - data type associated with the field. Character data includes the width of the field in bytes. Numeric data includes the precision (total number of digits) and scale (number of digits to the right of the decimal point)

Q301-2...  or Q101-3...  - a list of the view ID-view versions that have been defined for the snapshot. Fields that are not defined for a view are identified by a "-". Fields that are defined for a view will be identified by one of the following codes:





"KU"
- the field is a key and will update the database





"KNU"- the field is a key and will not update the database





"U"
- the field is not a key and will update the database





"NU"
- the field is not a key and will not update the database
