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6.1 Issues and Resolutions

The purpose of this chapter is to note the issues that have emerged during the top-level design process of the Maryland CVISN system. As resolutions have been decided, they have been summarized here. The list serves as a tickler for action items assignments and concerns that should be addressed. The design should not reach “final” status until all issues have been resolved, dismissed, or until resolution of the issue has been assigned to some later stage in the development process.

6.4 Credentials Administration

6.4.1 End-to-End IRP Processing

Problem:  

IDT has been struggling unproductively to develop its side of the EDI interface between the Credentialing Interface and Lockheed's VISTA/RS system.  The unit testing and integration testing environments are inadequate to support the data exchange necessary to verify interface details cooperatively.  Testing that should take minutes or hours takes days instead.  Technical communications between IDT and Lockheed have devolved to finger-pointing exercises.  As a result, technical staff efforts have become expensive beyond their value, and remaining funding is not adequate to allow completion of the interface development.

Solution:  

IDT's effort has been restructured as part of a plan for achieving CVISN Level 1 goals. IDT's attention has been refocused on completion of the many successful aspects of electronic credentialing in Maryland that are within IDT's control, while allowing Lockheed to focus initially on their interface with Virginia's e-credentialing system. Specifically, IDT will implement IRP Turn and Type as an interim manual interface between the CI and VISTA/RS.

6.4.2 IFTA Registration Processing

Problem:  

The Maryland requirements for reengineering the IFTA Registration process are beyond the CVISN Level 1 scope. Specifically, Maryland requires installation of the CAT in the Maryland Motor Fuel Tax Unit (MFTU) Field Offices. Successful operation will require real-time communication between the CI and the MD IFTA Registration Legacy System.

Recommendation:  

APL/JHU work with MFTU personnel to develop Maryland-specific requirements. MFTU staff implement real-time query capability from CI to MD IFTA Registration Legacy System.

6.4.3 FEIN to US DOT Cross-reference

Problem:

An authoritative source for cross-referencing FEIN to US DOT has not been determined. This is needed for inclusion of IFTA data in carrier snapshots.
6.4.4 Intrastate

Problem:

No cross-reference from intrastate vehicles to carriers.

6.4.5 Heavy Vehicle Use Tax

Problem:

No electronic support for Federal Heavy Vehicle Use Tax.
6.5 Electronic Screening
