Glossary

Note: This Section lists new terminology introduced for describing system designs.  See the CVISN Glossary and other reference documents listed in Appendix A for background material and explanations of other terms.
build.  A release or version of a software system that marks a developmental milestone.  The build operates as a stand-alone system, but offers only a subset of the functionality required of the final system.
compatible systems.  Systems that carry out their own, separate functions without interfering with each other, even when in close proximity (e.g., a DSRC tag and a cellular data link, or two tags on adjacent vehicles) or sharing a resource (e.g., two software packages executing simultaneously on the same computer).

CVISN compliant systems.  Systems that satisfy CVISN compliance requirements.  These requirements  include adherence to CVISN open interface standards, support for CVISN operational concepts, and use of shared process and data definitions.  CVISN compliance requirements are under development and will be fully documented.  The goal of CVISN compliance requirements is to ensure the interoperability of some CVISN systems (e.g., CAT’s & CI’s) and the interchangeability of some CVISN systems (e.g., DSRC tags). 

FFE - Flat file equivalent.  A formatted file whose contents are equivalent to a particular EDI message.

interoperable systems.  Different types of systems which cooperate to accomplish a shared function (e.g., a DSRC tag and DSRC reader, or a CAT and a CI).

interchangeable systems.  Similar systems which can be interchanged with one another without any significant change in capability (e.g., replacing one car radio with another).
LM - Legacy Modification.  Changes to a state’s legacy systems to handle EDI standard transactions and enhanced functionality associated with CVISN precepts.

LSI - Legacy System Interface.  Application and system software specific to a legacy system and host CVISN system that manages an interface and translates between EDI standard messages and proprietary data exchanges.  Used when adherence to EDI standards by a state legacy system is impractical.

thread.  A sequence of processing steps and data flows that constitute a logical process.  Thread diagrams typically show how a business process is implemented across a number of distinct systems.

Transaction Set.  An ANSI X12 EDI standard data format, together with its usage rules, options and variations.
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
