Sponsorship
This document was prepared under the sponsorship of the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA). 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Overview of Changes

This document is an update of Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory document POR-96-6993 D.5, dated March 2000, which is the fifth draft of Volume I of a set of Implementation Guides on the use of the ANSI X12 EDI Transaction Set "Commercial Vehicle Credentials (286)."  Volume I covers use of the 286 for IRP Credential Transactions between carrier and state.  The changes between the previous draft of Volume I and this baseline version reflect alterations in some of the mapping conventions previously adopted.  The changes incorporate many suggestions and comments made by organizations and programmers with an interest in 286 implementation. 
The information below summarizes the changes made.  The version of the 286 contained herein and used as a basis for these changes uses X12 Standard Version 4 Release 4 and Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration Code Directory V1.0 (hereafter referred to as the Code Directory).  Nonetheless, it is expected that experience with 286 use will continue to stimulate changes in usage conventions.

Transaction Set Structure Changes:

No changes to the structure of the 286 Transaction Set have been made since the publication of the previous draft, but the following data maintenance (DM) items were approved through ballot for X12 Version 4 Release 4 and are reflected in this document:

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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This document is an Implementation Guide for Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) Transactions conducted using Accredited Standards Committee (ASC) X12 EDI Transaction Set (TS) 286 (Commercial Vehicle Credentials).  This volume of the Implementation Guide pertains to credential transactions associated with the International Registration Plan (IRP) for commercial vehicles that take place between an applicant and issuing jurisdiction.

This document was prepared by The Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory under contract to the US Department of Transportation (DOT), Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA).  Feedback and suggestions for improvement of this document are welcome.  The last page is a form that can be used for that purpose.

1.1 Purpose of Implementation Guide

EDI transactions provide standard, pre-defined messages among stakeholders to communicate CVO-related information and allow computers to process information such as safety data and credential applications.  EDI transactions support data interfaces across various jurisdictions and between public (e.g., state motor vehicle administration) and private (e.g., carrier) offices.

The purpose of this document is to provide guidance and reference information for public and private agencies to implement and maintain one or more connections using TS 286 for IRP credential transactions.  The interface diagrams in Appendix A provide users with a high-level perspective of the major interfaces between carriers and state agencies (jurisdictions) in the IRP processing model.

1.2 Scope and Applicability

This guide provides specific coding information for implementing TS 286 for IRP-related credential transactions that take place between an applicant and issuing jurisdiction.  The primary audience for this document is an experienced EDI programmer, tasked with implementing the 286 for such transactions.  The document lays out the business case and envisioned environment for the transaction, the transaction set table and its control segments, segment usage, transaction examples, how the transaction set information is to be maintained, and other useful information relating to the implementation of the transaction set.  

The transaction set syntax followed in this document is that set by the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Accredited Standards Committee X12.  The UN/EDIFACT standard, recognized as an international EDI standard, is not presently in wide use in US commercial vehicle businesses.

The general contents of this document are based on the topics suggested in Reference [1] in Section 4.1.  Topics appropriate to commercial vehicle EDI transactions were identified.

Figure 1‑1 provides a view of implementation guide topics with business related areas needed to fully implement an EDI transmission.  Implementers of this transaction set must understand their data requirements, understand the X12 standard, and be able to use this information to develop an interface between their application and a translator. The implementation guide provides the information necessary for this to occur. The implementation guide identifies where application data shall be carried in the X12 transaction set.  All EDI implementations shall conform to the implementation guide. This document does not provide information on:
· Introduction to basic EDI concepts
· EDI translation, formatting, or mapping software 
· Hardware/communications network requirements
Information sources for these topics can be found in the reference listings in Section4.0.

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1.3 Associated Transaction Sets

The following transaction sets are associated with the TS 286 in an IRP processing model, but are not addressed in this Implementation Guide:

· TS 285 (Commercial Vehicle Safety and Credentials Information Exchange): Provide standard, pre-defined messages among stakeholders to communicate CVO-related information and to allow computers to process safety and credential data.

· TS 820 (Payment Order/Remittance Advice): Notify payees of a pending payment and/or instruct a financial institution to make payment via Electronic Funds Transfer. 

· TS 997 (Functional Acknowledgment): Acknowledge receipt of message.  Communicate syntax problems in received message.

Note: An EDI Implementation Guide for TS 285, Commercial Vehicle Safety and Credentials Information Exchange, is contained in a separate volume. (See Reference [24] in Section 4.3.)

1.4 Responsible Organizations

A partnership of organizations will be responsible for the development and maintenance of this volume, and for supporting carrier and state implementation of commercial vehicle transactions.  These organizations and their roles are:

Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration - Direct and fund the development of ANSI ASC X12 format transaction sets and associated documentation to support Commercial Vehicle Operations under the ITS/CVISN architecture, and to encourage their use in commercial vehicle operations nationwide. 

American National Standards Institute Accredited Standard Committee X12 – Develop, maintain, interpret, publish, and promote the proper use of American national standards and UN/EDIFACT international standards for electronic data interchange.

The Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory - Develop and maintain transaction sets, maintain, prepare and coordinate the preparation of related documentation for the electronic data interchange of all safety-related information and credentials associated with commercial vehicle operations under a contract with FMCSA for development of an architecture for Commercial Vehicle Information Systems and Networks (CVISN) and the Safety and Fitness Electronic Records (SAFER) System.

Intelligent Decision Technologies, Ltd. (Southwest One-Stop, Maryland and Minnesota CVISN development) - Develop software to enable commercial vehicle operators to obtain all required tax and regulatory credentials from a single source.
Midwest One-Stop - Provide an automated means for motor carriers to obtain registration, fuel tax, operating authority, and oversize/overweight permits as part of the Midwest Electronic One-Stop Shopping (MEOSS) Operational Test.  The Iowa Transportation Center (ITC) is responsible for overall project management. 
HELP One-Stop - HELP One Stop is a proprietary system that accepts and processes applications from carriers for IRP, IFTA, Weight/Distance, and SSRS credentials.  It provides credentials and credential information to HELP Pre-Pass for those carriers registered for that program.

BSWG - The Base State Working Group on Uniform Motor Carrier Programs was a working group composed of state officials to facilitate state responses in meeting the mandate established in Section 4008 of the Motor Carrier Act of 1991.  The Base State System was a cooperative agreement under which an interstate carrier traveling in more than one jurisdiction will choose one state as a base jurisdiction.  Thereafter, the base jurisdiction is responsible for all interactions with the carrier.

AAMVAnet, Inc. - The American Association of Motor Vehicle Administrators network (AAMVAnet) is a nationwide computer-based network that carries driver/carrier information between databases.  AAMVAnet, Inc. is a non-profit organization that manages the system, providing both networking support and information system development for US Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV). 

IRP, Inc. - The International Registration Plan (IRP) is a base state agreement for collecting registration and apportioning taxes from interstate motor carriers. 

The activities of the organizations (carriers and states/jurisdictions) that will use the 286 transactions described in this guide are identified in Section 2.0.

2.0 BUSINESS ISSUES

2.1 Business Case

The Commercial Vehicle Credentials Transaction Set (286) allows the electronic application, granting, and authorized exchange of credentials-related information required for the safe and legal operation of commercial vehicles.  It can be used to exchange credential data among carriers, state jurisdictions and other authoritative centers, roadside check sites, and authorized industry representatives.  The 286 Transaction Set supports the information exchanged for several credential types, and state variations of different forms for each credential type, in a common transaction set.  A one-stop process, where an applicant can electronically apply for all tax and regulatory credentials from a single location, is the envisioned EDI application.

The data flows associated with commercial vehicle registration are summarized in Figure 2‑1 as part of the Commercial Vehicle Information Systems and Networks (CVISN) architecture.  The interface diagrams in Appendix A are also provided to users for a high-level perspective on the major interfaces between carriers and state agencies (jurisdictions) for each IRP credential type. 

The 286 is one of several EDI transaction sets developed as part of the CVISN project. CVISN is a Department of Transportation/Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration project that is generally concerned with applying technology to improve the safety and efficiency of North American commercial vehicle operations.  The CVISN design has identified EDI as a key to communicating data related to commercial vehicles and their operations in an efficient, open, and accessible manner.  This includes the electronic application for credentials, automatic processing of the electronic application, and electronic return of credentials information.

The CVISN architecture will enable authorized stakeholders to exchange electronic information via open standards and using a variety of transmission options.  Individual jurisdictions, or their designated agent, will be the authoritative source of information on credentials they issue.  The US DOT/ FMCSA is also encouraging the development of credentialing and permitting under regional agreements, and the implementation of clearinghouses to support that concept.

2.1.1 Vehicle Registration

All states require and collect fees for the registration of power units and trailers operating within state boundaries.  Both interstate and intrastate vehicles are registered.  For intrastate registration, the applicant files the application and may have to show title, proof of insurance, and tax payments.  After paying the fees, the applicant is issued a license plate and related documentation to be kept in the vehicle.  The fees collected represent an important source of transportation revenue for the state.

Figure 2‑1: CVISN Architecture Flow Diagram for Commercial Vehicle Registration
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The International Registration Plan (IRP) was developed for interstate vehicle registration.  The IRP is an arrangement whereby participating states agree that interstate commercial vehicle operators can satisfy vehicle registration and fee requirements, for all jurisdictions in which they operate, through a single base state.  Applicants pay fees only to the base state, and obtain a single set of credentials for each of their vehicles that certifies to all participating jurisdictions that the vehicle is properly registered.  In turn, operators provide the base state with the annual operating mileage of their fleet(s) in each IRP jurisdiction.  The base state uses these figures to prorate registration fees to other states.  A pilot project for an IRP Clearinghouse is underway.  Under the concept of a central IRP Clearinghouse, each state transmits vehicle registration and fees to the clearinghouse, which periodically summarizes new registrations and computes net fees due for each jurisdiction, and distributes the information and fees. 

A trip permit is a temporary permit allowing a vehicle, properly registered in the base state, to be operated in a jurisdiction in which it has not been apportioned.  Temporary registration may be issued in cases of emergency vehicular movement needed prior to receipt of the permanent credential. Permanent registration is also required.

This guide provides implementation conventions for using the 286 to exchange data for:

A Fleet and Freight Management Center or service provider will use TS 286 to register a vehicle (or, more typically, renew a vehicle registration) with a Commercial Vehicle Administration in its base state.  The Commercial Vehicle Administration will return the approved registration (or disapprove, request re-transmittal/clarification) via EDI to the Fleet and Freight Management Center.  States will exchange information on vehicle registration.  A Commercial Vehicle Administration will supply registration information and a copy of the registration to authorized requesters. 

2.1.2 Submit Registration Application

An applicant initiates the credentials process by filing an application requesting a particular vehicle be registered.  Typically, this is initiated by the Fleet and Freight Management Center for carrier or fleet-level requests.  The application may be an initial request, a renewal, or a type of supplemental information required by a jurisdiction.  Vehicle registration normally requires payment of fees in order to receive the credential.  States normally prefer that IRP fees not be paid with the initial application, choosing instead to bill the carrier for the amount due.  In some cases, however, payment may be submitted with the initial application.  The 286 transaction set allows an applicant to transmit a payment amount and method as part of the application.  Actual payment can be made by any conventional means (check, credit card, escrow account, etc.) or via Electronic Funds Transfer using the 820 (Payment Order/Remittance Advice) Transaction Set to initiate such payment through a qualified financial institution.

2.1.3 Respond to Registration Application

Upon receiving an application and the required fee, the Commercial Vehicle Administration Center may:

· Notify the applicant of approval.  If satisfactory payment has not been received, bill the applicant using the monetary fields in the 286.  If payment has been received, or if jurisdictional regulations sanction issuing a temporary permit in advance of payment, transmit an electronic record of the registration.

· Notify the applicant of disapproval. The MSG segment shall be used to indicate reason for the disapproval and/or suggest corrective action.

2.1.4 Request/Receive Information Copy

An information copy contains the latest registration data a jurisdiction holds on a fleet or contains the data relevant to the last trip permit requested.  An authorized user may request an information copy of the Commercial Vehicle Administration Center (an authoritative source).  Copies may be requested to provide information to roadside check sites, allow insurance companies to gather information on driver and carrier, and allow carriers themselves to review state-held information on their operations.

2.1.5 Specify Weight Groups and Registered Weights

Several weights are used to characterize commercial vehicles.  The unladen weight of a unit is the weight without load, and it is a more or less immutable characteristic of that unit.  (Note: The term "unit" will be used to denote a single vehicle component like a power unit, a trailer, a semi-trailer, etc.  "Vehicle" may refer to a unit in that sense or to a combination of units, like power unit plus trailer.)  The gross weight is the loaded weight of a unit.  The combined gross weight is the loaded weight of a registered combination of units.  The registered weight is the weight at which a vehicle is legally entitled to operate in some jurisdiction and, for several reasons, it is typically none of the above.

The basis for registered weight is gross weight, or combined gross weight.  Since this can change from load to load, an applicant starts by picking a value designed to cover actual operations.  In principle, operations may vary enough from jurisdiction to jurisdiction to require the use of different numbers in different places, and that is permissible.  In what follows, "registered weight" is defined as the value the carrier is using in a given jurisdiction.  Each registered unit in a fleet will have a separately specified registered weight in each jurisdiction where it is to be operated.

Registration fees in a jurisdiction go up in discrete steps as weight increases.  If a jurisdiction has a fee for vehicles between 50,000 and 70,000 pounds, a carrier who specifies 60,000 pounds for a vehicle is paying for (and legally entitled to operate at) 70,000 in that jurisdiction.  Many states annotate the cab card with the highest legal weight for the fees paid, rather than the value the carrier specified.

Most states require power units and trailers to be registered separately.  Not all, however, want separate gross weights for the individual units.  Some do, but others want the combined gross weight as the registered weight for the power unit, with a (registered) weight of zero attached to the trailer. Some states require semi-trailers to be separately registered, but with a registered weight of zero.  The power unit is registered with the combined gross weight of the vehicle.

Because carriers specify registered weights separately for each operating jurisdiction, it is possible to accommodate all these variations within a single application message.  If a state requires combined gross weight rather than unit gross weight as the registered weight of a power unit, the registered weights for that jurisdiction reflect that preference.  Similarly, if separate registration of a trailer or semi-trailer is not required, for that jurisdiction, the unit is left out or entered with a registered weight of zero, and the state charges accordingly. 

A state may allow, and a carrier may choose to use, weight groups.  The concept of a weight group allows a carrier to group similar units together, and gives them all the same registered weight profile from jurisdiction to jurisdiction.  The carrier still has to report the Vehicle Identification Numbers (VINs) and characteristics (including unladen weight) of all units in the fleet, but if many are similar, and will operate with similar loads, the carrier can supply only a few (perhaps one) registered weights per jurisdiction, rather than one per unit per jurisdiction.  The only exception is that if different types of units (power units and trailers, for example) have to be registered separately, then they have to be placed in separate weight groups.  This means that the breakdown into weight groups may depend on where the carrier is operating.  If semi-trailers do not have to register separately in any of the carrier’s operating jurisdictions, for example, there is no weight group for them; if they do, there is.

2.2 Timing of Transactions

Transmissions shall include the date and time.

2.3 Security

Where applicable, trading partners are responsible for following Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) and other statutes relating to computer security and privacy, including the Privacy Act of 1974.  The following documents provide guidance in these areas:

· National Institute of Standards & Technology (NIST) FIPS (112) for passwords.

· NIST Special Publication 800-9, "Good Security Practices for Electronic Commerce, Including Electronic Data Interchange"

2.4 Acknowledgment Procedures

Received messages, except for the 997 transaction set, are uniformly acknowledged with a 997 (Functional Acknowledgment) transaction set.  The location and nature of syntax errors in a received message are communicated with a 997. Syntactic correctness means compliance with this Implementation Guide and the X12 standard specified in this document.  Possible 997 codes indicating accept or reject condition based on the syntax editing of the transaction set:

Messages received that are not in compliance with the appropriate Implementation Guide, e.g., with elements or segments designated as "Not Used" or unapproved codes, shall be acknowledged, if no syntax errors are detected, with a 286.  Problems with the meaning and completeness (semantic content) of the received message are communicated by returning a 286 with an appropriate comment in the MSG segment. 

2.5 Legal Considerations

Legal considerations for this implementation include:

Recordkeeping - Consider the legal issues when developing policies and procedures for the recording of EDI data.

Authentication - Verify the authenticity of the sender and receiver, as well as the content of the messages.

Trading Partner Agreements - Address the importance of trading partner agreements.  Identify other related selected issues that should be considered when drafting an agreement.  Trading partners are bound by the terms and conditions in this agreement and its included regulations.  A model trading partner agreement (See Reference [10] under Section 4.1) has been developed by the American Bar Association (ABA) and addresses the major issues when using EDI.  This model agreement may be customized to meet specific needs of trading partners.

Third Party Agreements - Identify any issues that users and networks should consider when negotiating EDI contracts.

Laws, Rules, and Regulations - Consider existing laws, rules, and regulations that should be consulted during implementation.

3.0 MAINTENANCE SUPPORT

There are three areas of maintenance associated with EDI credential transactions:

· Implementation Guides

· X12 Standards

· External Code Sources

3.1 Maintaining Implementation Guidelines

The FMCSA has directed the Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory to provide user support related to the IRP Implementation Guide.  An Electronic Data Interchange Configuration Control Board (EDI-CCB) has been established at JHU/APL to fulfill this directive.  Users shall submit business requirements not covered in this document to:


A Change Request form is supplied in Figure 3‑1 with directions for its use given in Table 3‑1.  The request shall be reviewed by the EDI-CCB.  Refer to Figure 3‑2 for the Change Resolution form and Table 3‑2 for an explanation of the form.  Approved change requests shall be posted on the CVO web site: http://www.jhuapl.edu/cvisn/ .  

3.2 Maintaining X12 Standards

FMCSA is no longer sponsoring modifications to the ASC X12 Standards.  Any data maintenance to the standard may be submitted directly to X12 (see Reference [6]).

3.3 Maintaining External Code Sources

Several segments in the TS 286 allow referencing external code sources (e.g., documents specifying coded values for certain types of data).  A document (see Reference [1] in Appendix C) containing codes specifically designed for EDI transmission of CVO data has been drafted under auspices of the FMCSA.  Modifications to this document shall be submitted to the EDI-CCB.  Modifications to other external codes shall be submitted to the organization maintaining that document.  See Appendix C for these documents and sources.

3. Code Directory Table additions: supply the Table Name, the Purpose of the table, Minimum and Maximum lengths of Code, the Codes, a Definition for each Code, and an Explanation of usage for each Code.

For a new business need (a new credential action, safety report, etc.) the following shall also be provided:    

1. Data elements: including name, type, minimum/maximum length, definition, requirement designation (mandatory, optional), code values and external code source, if any.  

2. Data element relationships (one to one, one to many, etc.)

3. Flow diagrams with entities involved, transaction sets used, sequence of data exchange for valid and invalid data exchanges.

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5.0 TRANSACTION SET

The following transaction set table reflects X12 Version 4 Release 4.  Segments marked "N/U" are not used in this application of the 286.  Page references provide the page within Section 6.0 (SEGMENT USAGE ) for detailed information on each segment used.

5.1 Overall Architecture

The 286 is divided into two (2) tables, Header and Detail.

5.1.1 Header Table

The Header table (Table 1) provides information applicable to the entire transaction.  It:

· Identifies the transaction set (ST segment)

· Provides the purpose and identification numbers (BGN segment)

· Identifies sender(s) and receiver(s) (NM1 loop)

5.1.2 Detail Table

The Detail table (Table 2) contains information necessary for the application.  The TS 286 message hierarchy specified in this guide has a mandatory parent credential action (application) level with several hierarchy levels (HL loops) directly subordinate to it: company, weight group, fleet, payment information.  One HL loop at the application provides administrative information pertinent to the application itself and applicable to the entire application. The company HL loop carries information related to the applicant.  This may include names, addresses, identification numbers, company officers, and insurance information.

The weight group level identifies the weight group being defined and contains repeated jurisdiction loops (NM1) that give the registered weights for that weight group in each jurisdiction.  If a carrier uses weight groups, characteristics of each unit in the group are given in a subordinate equipment hierarchy level.  Each iteration of the LQ loop on the equipment level gives data on one vehicle unit to be registered.  Units that do not need to be separately registered are not listed, and their weight is part of the registered (combined gross) weight assigned to the power unit.  If the returned credential has fee information for each vehicle, the equipment data is repeated at the hierarchy (HL) level and has a payment detail hierarchy level subordinate to it.  The weight group/equipment structure is repeated as needed for each weight group.  If the carrier does not use weight groups, the weight group level is present, but each iteration contains data on a single unit, and the weight group number is meaningless.

The fleet level provides fleet related data such as totals for each vehicle type registered and the reason for estimated mileage.  A jurisdiction hierarchy level is subordinate to the fleet level and carries each jurisdiction in which operation is requested with mileage for that jurisdiction and first/second year estimated mileage indicators.  Fleet information in not typically carried for a trip permit, and in this structure, the jurisdiction level is subordinate to the application level.

A payment detail level may be included, subordinate to the application level, to carry data on fees due or paid and payment method.

Please note there is no semantic relationship implied in the order of the HL loops at the same level.  That is, HL loops directly subordinate to a parent HL loop may appear in any sequence.  However, parent-child relationships shall be maintained.

6.1 X12 Control Segment Usage

The 286 Transaction Set is transmitted within the communication/envelope ISA, GS, GE, and IEA segments.  The Interchange Control Header (ISA) and Functional Group Header (GS) are shown as the first two control segments in this SEGMENT USAGE section.  The Functional Group Trailer (GE) and Interchange Control Trailer (IEA) are the final two control segments in the sequence.

The relationship of the control segments in a typical EDI transmission structure is shown in Figure 6‑1.

7.2 Message Structures

Messages sent with the 286 use the HL loop in Table 2 of the transaction set to show hierarchical relationships among blocks of data.  The examples shown below all use one of three hierarchy trees to organize the data.  These structures are summarized in the following figures. 7.3 Message Type Indicators

As indicated by the scope of the examples, the 286 can be used to carry many kinds of IRP credential related messages.  Possible IRP messages include:

· a renewal notice sent by the state to a carrier

· an initial IRP application from the carrier

· an annual renewal application from the carrier

· a carrier transmitted supplement to an initial or annual application, requesting additions or modifications to a registered fleet

· a response by the state to a carrier application or application supplement, approving the credential.  In certain cases, the state may modify elements of the carrier’s application before approving it.  The response will normally include a statement of registration fees due

· a rejection message from the state

· a transmission by the state of the final data on the approved and paid for credential ("the" credential)

· transmission of an information copy

The nature of a particular transmission is defined with several interlocking codes.  This section summarizes these uses.

The overall purpose of the message is indicated by the "Transaction Purpose Code" in the BGN segment (BGN01).  A renewal message notice from state to carrier is indicated by a code of "30" ("Renewal") in BGN01.  The initial transmission of any carrier application request (initial registration, annual renewal, supplement) from carrier to state is indicated by a code of "00" ("Original") in BGN01.  All responses from the state to the carrier other than the final awarded credential and rejection have a BGN01 code of "11" ("Response").  Similarly, any response from the carrier to the state after the first transmission of a credential request has a BGN01 code of "11".  The final transmission by the state of an awarded credential has a BGN01 code of "GR" ("Granted").  More succinctly: the first request by a carrier for a credential action has a code of "00", the final transmission of an approved credential by the state has a code of "GR," and a rejection has a code of  "44".  All the messages in-between related to the granting of a credential are "responses" (code 11).

In all responses, including granting of the final credential, BGN06 provides a cross-reference to the message which is being answered.  BGN06 echoes the transaction set reference identification supplied by the sender in BGN02.  Responses can echo back all data related to this application, or only a pertinent subset, according to state requirements.

The "Transaction Purpose Code" in the SPI Segment (SPI07) is used to further define a response (BGN01=11) message.  If data in the message being answered (e.g., IRP application data) was accepted as is, this data element shall carry "06."  If the data was modified by the sender of the response, SPI07 shall carry "04."  (In the case of modifications, the modified data should be included in the response.)  When the final credential is issued by the base state, the credential data will be sent to the applicant (see Example 8 - IRP Credential (Returned) and Example 10 - Trip Permit Credential (Returned)).  An SPI07 code of "42" shall be used to indicate transmission of a temporary credential (see Example 9 - Temporary Credential (Returned)). 

The 286 does not support predefined queries but it is within the purpose and scope of the transaction to supply an information copy of the data currently held by an issuing jurisdiction that would be supplied for a Renewal or for a Trip Permit.  The action required by the applicant shall be to indicate an original transaction (code 00 in BGN01) with the Transaction Set Purpose of an information copy (code 22 in SPI07).  The LQ at 2/0400 shall supply either code 202 (Renewal) or 203 (Trip Permit) from Table 14 of the Code Directory.  The "AP" and "35" HL levels shall provide information sufficient to identify the applicant and fleet.  The issuing jurisdiction shall indicate a response (code 11 in BGN01) with a purpose of an information copy (code 22 in SPI07), supply the transaction set reference from the original transaction in BGN06, and indicate the data pertains to a Renewal or Trip Permit (carried in the LQ at 2/0400).

The credential action with which a particular message is concerned (e.g., the fact that it involves an IRP Initial Application or supplement) is conveyed by an appropriate code in the LQ segment at position 2/0400, at the HL "AP" (Application) level using an IRP credential action code from Table T14.  This sets the overall context for the message.  Codes specific to an IRP application are carried in the HL segment at 2/0200 (HL03) and the LQ segment at 2/0400 (LQ02).  These codes are specified in Section 6.0 of this document, defined in Reference [1] of Appendix C, and illustrated in the following examples.

When a carrier application is accepted by the base state, the state may respond with an invoice notice to the carrier.  This shall include the amount due from the carrier, and thus serve as an invoice notification.  The CUR segment may be used to specify the currency for any amounts in the transaction.  (NOTE that the CUR is not to be used when the base state is in the United States.)  An example of the CUR segment follows:


CUR*41*CUD~




Where code 41 represents the Sender and 




and the currency is Canadian dollars (CUD).  

The amount due by the applicant is sent using the AMT segment as follows:

AMT*BD*2500.00~

Where code BD indicates the balance due ($2500).

The applicant may respond to the invoice in one of two ways:

· accept the base state’s invoice and specify a payment method (see Example 12 - Payment Methods)

· modify the application data

In both cases, the BGN Transaction Set Purpose Code shall carry code "11," indicating a generic response, and the BGN segment shall provide a reference to the base state’s previous transaction (BGN06).  As indicated above, the Transaction Set Purpose Code (SPI07) in the SPI segment further defines the applicant’s response.  If the "invoice notice" is accepted as is, this data element shall carry code "06."  If the applicant makes modifications, SPI07 shall carry code "04."  The applicant may indicate a payment method at this point (see Example 12 - Payment Methods).

For CVISN information exchanges to be effective, unique identifiers are required for carriers, vehicles, and transponders.  In addition to the identifier, the issuing jurisdiction (country and subdivision within the country) issuing that identifier is needed.  The following provides the data required in an N9 segment to identify these entities.

· Carrier:

· Interstate: US DOT number, and if applicable, issuing jurisdiction and terminal identifier

· Intrastate: 

· State assigned number, issuing jurisdiction and, if applicable, terminal identifier, or

· US DOT number, and if applicable, issuing jurisdiction and terminal identifier

· Vehicle:

· Vehicle Identification Number (VIN)

· Transponder number
For vehicles, in addition to the VIN, the license plate number and issuing jurisdiction are carried within the DVI segment at 2/1300.  Refer to Section 6.0 for mapping specifics.

7.5 Example 1 - Initial and Renewal Application

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP initial application for a specific jurisdiction.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("201") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as an IRP Initial Application.  (Code "202" shall be used for a renewal from the applicant to the jurisdiction.)  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  Responses to application or jurisdictional requirements are provided at this level.  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction.  Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied.  The address for the permanent credential and a Facsimile number for a temporary credential are included.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The information in this example includes the applicant’s legal and Doing Business As names, primary business, mailing and previous addresses, and identification numbers.  Data for entity/organization type, state of incorporation, city limits, corporate officers, employees, and insurance are supplied on this level.  

In this example, the applicant is requesting the registration of one (1) truck tractor, one (1) bus, and one (1) semi-trailer, and is registering these in three (3) separate weight groups.  Weight Group 1 is defined for the jurisdictions of Maryland and Pennsylvania, and contains the truck tractor, and the semi-trailer is in Weight Group 2 and is to be registered in Maryland and Pennsylvania.  The bus, contained in Weight Group 5, is to be registered in Pennsylvania and Maryland.  The weight groups, including jurisdictions, and weights, are specified with successive iterations of the HL loop, at the "R" level.  Depending on convention, a qualified not actual weight may be used for a trailer or bus.  The equipment hierarchical levels ("E"), subordinate to their respective weight data, provide information specific for each vehicle in the group through iterations of the LQ loop (2/0400). The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included. (IRP sticker number for the vehicle may be supplied here for renewals.)  

The total equipment count for the fleet is specified in an HL iteration at the fleet ("FL") level, along with the commodities hauled, a reason for estimated mileage and date first operated as fleet.  The jurisdiction level ("JU"), subordinate to the Fleet, provides estimated and actual mileage information, including a first or second year estimate indication, for each IRP jurisdiction.  In this example, these jurisdictions are Delaware, Virginia, Maryland, and Pennsylvania.

7.6 Example 2 - Add / Delete Vehicles

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP Add/Delete Vehicle request.  This example is not based on the data in any other example and is independent of all other examples.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("232") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as an Add/Delete Vehicle supplement.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction.  Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied, and the address for the permanent credential and a Facsimile number for a temporary credential are included.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The information in this example includes the applicant’s legal and Doing Business As names, primary business, mailing and previous addresses, and identification numbers.  Data for state of incorporation, city limits, corporate officers, employees, and insurance are supplied on this level.  

The supplement requests the addition of vehicles to weight groups 1, 2 and 3 and the deletion of three vehicles from weight group 1.  Of the three vehicles added, the first is replacing one of the deleted vehicles in weight group 1, the second vehicle is added to an existing weight group (weight group 2), and the third vehicle is added to a new weight group (weight group 3).  Weight groups 1 and 2 are specified in a hierarchical level ("R") with a Modify Weight Group process indication since the change in vehicles modifies the definition of the weight group.  A hierarchical level ("R") with an Add Weight Group process indication is used for the addition of a vehicle to a new weight group.  The equipment hierarchical level ("E"), subordinate to the weight group level, provides detailed information on the vehicles involved. The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included. The equipment count in the fleet hierarchy level ("FL") reflects the changes made.

7.7 Example 3 - Add Jurisdiction

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP Add Jurisdiction supplement.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("240") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as an Add Jurisdiction supplement.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction.  Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied.  An address is included for the permanent credential. Included at this level is Service Provider information for use in credential destination processing.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  This example includes the applicant’s legal and Doing Business As names, primary business, mailing and previous addresses, and identification numbers.  Data for state of incorporation, city limits, corporate officers, employees, and insurance are supplied on this level.  

The supplement requests the addition of jurisdictions to weight group 1 in this example, New York, and Delaware.  The weight group is specified in an hierarchical level ("R") with a Modify Weight Group process indication since the addition of jurisdictions modifies the definition of the weight group.  The equipment hierarchical levels ("E"), subordinate to their respective weight group level, provide detailed information on the vehicles to be operated in these jurisdictions. The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included. The vehicles listed are subject to "add vehicle" processing as they are requested to be part of a new travel jurisdiction. 

The total equipment count for the fleet is included in the fleet hierarchy level ("FL").  The jurisdiction level ("JU"), subordinate to the Fleet, provides mileage information for each IRP jurisdiction added.

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP Weight Change supplement.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("221") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as an IRP Weight Change supplement.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction. Previous and current weights are supplied through the MEA segments at 2/2600 and the YNQ segment (2/2800) is used to indicate a weight increase operation.  The equipment hierarchical level ("E"), subordinate to the weight level, provides detailed information on the vehicles to be operated in these jurisdictions. The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included.

7.10 Example 6 - Trip Permit Application

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP Trip Permit Application.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("203") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as a Trip Permit Application.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application and the commodity to be hauled are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The duration of the permit is also specified at the "AP" level.  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction and information on the signatory.  The credential is to be mailed to the company (see the NM1 segment at 2/1800 with the code X1) and a copy of the credential is to be sent to the Facsimile number provided (see the NM1 segment at 2/1800 with the code ST).

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  This information includes the applicant’s legal name and primary business address.

In this example, the applicant is requesting a permit to operate in West Virginia.  The jurisdiction and weight are specified in a hierarchical level ("R") with a subordinate hierarchical level ("E") for the vehicle data.  A separate LQ loop is defined for each component of the vehicle and another LQ loop exists for combined vehicle data.

A jurisdiction hierarchical level ("JU") defines the routing within the jurisdiction.

Payment data may be included with the application (see Example 12 - Payment Methods).

7.11 Example 7 - IRP Renewal Notice

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP renewal notice for a specific jurisdiction.  This example assumes that no supplements have been submitted since the initial application.

The combination of the transaction set purpose code ("30") in the BGN segment and the Credential Action code ("202") in the LQ segment indicates this is a renewal notice.  This example shows the data the sender currently has from the applicant.  The notice indicates one (1) truck tractor in weight group 1 and one (1) bus in Weight Group 5 for the jurisdictions of Maryland and Pennsylvania.  One (1) semi-trailer was registered in Weight Group 2 for Maryland and Pennsylvania.  The weight group definition, jurisdictions, and weights are specified in separate hierarchical levels ("R") for each weight group.  The equipment hierarchical levels ("E"), subordinate to their respective weight data, provide information specific for each vehicle through iterations of the LQ loop (2/0400).  The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included. The total equipment count for the fleet is included in the fleet hierarchy level ("FL") as well as the first date of operation for the fleet, commodity hauled and estimated mileage information.  The jurisdiction level ("JU"), subordinate to the Fleet, provides estimated and actual mileage information for each IRP jurisdiction.  In this example, these jurisdictions are Delaware, Virginia, Maryland, and Pennsylvania.

7.12 Example 8 - IRP Credential (Returned)

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for the return of an IRP credential.  

The combination of the transaction set purpose code ("GR") in the BGN segment and the Credential Action code ("201") in the LQ segment indicates the base state, the sender, has granted the IRP credential requested and is transmitting information on the approved credential.  The base jurisdiction may opt to echo back all data related to an application, or only a pertinent subset, according to state requirements.  Further reference to the credential request is given in the BGN segment through BGN06, the reference number of a previously sent transaction affected by the current transaction.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact. 

Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction.  Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied.  The address for the permanent credential and a Facsimile number for a temporary credential are included.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The weight groups, including jurisdictions, and weights, are specified with successive iterations of the HL loop, at the "R" level.  One equipment hierarchical level ("E"), subordinate to the respective weight data, provides information specific for each vehicle in the group.  Fees applicable to a vehicle are carried in a "PY" level subordinate to that vehicle.  Note: Vehicles for which a temporary credential was requested may be included with the vehicles with permanent credentials.  See Example 9 - Temporary Credential (Returned)) if only temporary credentials are to be sent.

The fleet and jurisdiction specific data are specified in an HL iteration at the fleet ("FL") level with the jurisdiction level ("JU"), subordinate to the Fleet.

The transaction set purpose code ("42") in the SPI segment is used to indicate only temporary credentials are being sent.  The sender also supplies an effective date for the credential in a DTM segment and indicates the duration of the temporary credential through the QTY segment.  All data carried in the "AP" level are applicable to all vehicles.  The transmission echoes all the application data as sent by the applicant for the applicable vehicle(s) (Refer to Example 1 - Initial and Renewal Application).

The issuer also supplies the permit number and specifies the effective and expiration dates of the permit.  The credential is sent from a state agency to the addresses indicated by the applicant.  In this example, the transaction echoes all the application data sent by the applicant (refer to Example 6 - Trip Permit Application).

7.16 Example 12 - Payment Methods

The following examples illustrate several payment methods by which carriers can indicate payment amount, method, and details as part of a credential application.  Note that this is payment information, not the actual payment.  It serves to notify the issuing agency as to the amount the applicant is remitting, and the means by which payment is being made.  Actual payment would be made by whatever method is indicated, e.g. EFT, check, credit card, etc.  This information is to be carried in a separate hierarchical level for payment details ("PY"), subordinate to the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP"), and sent to the credential agency.

In these examples, the PDL segment, at 2/0900, is used to specify the payment method (PDL01), the type (PDL02) and amount (PDL03) of payment, the receiving depository financial institution (DFI), and the receiving account.  The receiving DFI is given in PDL07 (identification number qualifier) and PDL08 (identification number).  The receiving account is given in PDL09 (account number qualifier) and PDL010 (account number).  The N9 segment, at 2/0500, is used to specify the originating account numbers with the originating DFI.  The NM1 loop at 2/1800 is used for credit card company name, credit card holder name, or payer name.  Any textual information is included in the MSG segment.

The credential agency may opt to respond by returning all the payment information to the applicant, and adding a status indication in the YNQ segment at 2/1100 as follows:

where the status is supplied through an industry code (e.g., code S12) as given in a specific industry code list (T21).  Code Y indicates an affirmative condition to the status.

7.17 Example 13 - IRP Invoice Notices

7.17.1 Combined Notice

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP invoice notice from a specific jurisdiction.  

The combination of the transaction set purpose code ("11") in the BGN segment and the Credential Action code ("201") in the LQ segment indicates this is a response from the sender to an initial IRP application. The AMT segment within these LQ loops provides the associated monetary amounts, such as amount paid, credit, and adjustments.  The amount due (code "BAP") is also included, and is the balance due before any payments, credit, or adjustments have been applied.  Additional LQ loops may be supplied to specify the fees assessed by the Base Jurisdiction.

Fleet data are given in the "FL" hierarchy level.

7.17.3 Vehicle Detail Invoice Notice

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP invoice notice from a specific jurisdiction.  

The combination of the transaction set purpose code ("11") in the BGN segment and the Credential Action code ("201") in the LQ segment indicates this is a response from the sender to an initial IRP application.  BGN06 is used to reference the transaction set reference number originally sent by the applicant in BGN02.  The transaction set purpose code ("06") in SPI07 indicates the application data was accepted as sent and SPI08 specifies a vehicle detail notice).

When notifying the carrier, the base state may opt to resend all the data supplied by the applicant or send only the data necessary for the notice.  The state agency name and a phone number are given in the NM1 loop at 1/0400.  The Credential Action hierarchy level ("AP") provides identification numbers and dates relevant to the application, including the number and date of the invoice associated with the transaction.  Applicant information is specified at the company hierarchy level ("35").  

Weight, vehicle, and fee data are supplied in separate iterations of the HL loops, "R," "E," and "PY", respectively.  The "R" level supplies weight group data and vehicle data is supplied in iterations of the Equipment hierarchy level ("E"), subordinate to the "R" level.  Fee information for a vehicle is given in a payment level ("PY"), subordinate to the Equipment ("E"), with iterations of the LQ loop to specify type of jurisdiction and an NM1 loop to indicate jurisdiction information.  The AMT segment within these LQ loops provides the associated monetary amounts, such as amount paid, credit, and adjustments.  The amount due (code "BAP") is also included, and is the balance due before any payments, credit, or adjustments have been applied.  Additional LQ loops may be supplied to specify the fees assessed by the Base Jurisdiction.

7.18 Example 14 - IRP Replace/Duplicate Credential

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for an IRP replace/duplicate credential for a specific jurisdiction.  

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("211") in the LQ segment defines the transaction as a Replace/Duplicate Credential supplement.  The NM1 loop at 1/0400 indicates the sender of the transaction and provides a point of contact.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are supplied at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP").  The YNQ segment at 2/1100 is used to further define the type of replace/duplicate credential action when requested for all vehicles in the application.  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction.  Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied, and the address for the permanent credential and a Facsimile number for a temporary credential are included. 

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The information in this example includes the applicant’s legal and Doing Business As names, primary business, mailing and previous addresses, and identification numbers.  Data for state of incorporation, city limits, corporate officers, employees, and insurance are supplied on this level.  

The supplement requests the replacement of a Decal/sticker for one truck tractor in weight group 1 and the duplication of a plate for a Bus in weight group 5.  The weight group is specified in a hierarchical level ("R") with a Modify Weight Group process indication since the change in vehicles modifies the definition of the weight groups.  The equipment hierarchical level ("E"), subordinate to the weight group level, provides detailed information on the vehicle involved. The vehicle title jurisdiction is indicated in an NM1 loop at this level with the vehicle title number and date included. YNQ segments to indicate the type of vehicle processing and the credential action (replace/duplicate) are also provided in this ("E") level.  The license plate to be duplicated for the bus is shown in the DVI segment for that vehicle.

Information on the person preparing the application and the signatory is also supplied, and the address for the permanent credential and a Facsimile number for a temporary credential are included.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The information in this example includes the applicant’s legal and Doing Business As names, primary business, mailing and previous addresses, and identification numbers.  An indication that the applicant’s legal address has changed is reflected in an YNQ segment following the legal address information with a ‘W3’ code in YNQ01 (Data Element 1321). 7.23 Example 19 - Change Vehicle Weight Group

This example is intended to show the capability of the transaction and may carry more data than is required for a Change Vehicle Weight Group request.  This example is not based on the data in any other example and is independent of all other examples.

The transaction purpose code ("00") in the BGN segment with an industry code ("250") in the LQ segment at the Credential Action hierarchical level ("AP") defines the transaction as a Change Vehicle Weight Group Supplement.  Identification numbers and dates relevant to the application are also supplied at the AP level.  The NM1 segment at 2/1800 gives the base jurisdiction, preparer, signator, and credential destination.

Applicant information is provided in the Company/Corporation hierarchical level ("35").  The information in this example includes the applicant’s operation type, legal and 'Doing Business As' names, primary business and mailing addresses, and other company related data.

When a vehicle is moved between existing weight groups, the hierarchical level ("R") indicates a modify weight group process.  The prior Weight Group is given in the N9 segment at 2/0500 with code "Q4" in N901 and the new (now the current) weight group is specified in another instance of this N9 segment with a qualifier of "6P."  The subordinate equipment hierarchical level ("E") specifies the vehicle type and supplies the pertinent vehicle information.  A modify vehicle action is specified in the YNQ at 2/1100.  If the vehicle is moved to a new weight group the hierarchical level ("R") specifies an add weight group process. The vehicle's prior Weight Group is carried in the N9 segment at 2/0500 with a "Q4" qualifier and the new Weight Group number is given in the N9 segment at 2/0500 with code "6P" in N901.  NM1 loops at 2/1800 provide the jurisdictions.  The equipment hierarchical level ("E"), subordinate to the weight group level, specifies the vehicle type and supplies the pertinent vehicle information.  A modify vehicle action is specified in the YNQ at 2/1100. 

The total equipment count for the fleet is specified in an HL iteration at the fleet ("FL") level, along with a reason for estimated mileage.  The jurisdiction level ("JU"), subordinate to the Fleet, provides estimated and actual mileage information, including a first or second year estimate indication, for each IRP jurisdiction.  In this example, these jurisdictions are Maryland and Pennsylvania.

Appendix A TRANSACTION FLOW

The following discussion describes several transaction sequences that are typical of electronic credentialing. Section A.1 describes IRP registration when no syntax or data errors are encountered.  Section A.2 illustrates the transaction flow when syntax errors are found and Section A.3 covers data errors.  All of the transaction sequences in this appendix assume that appropriate trading partner agreements have been executed, necessary arrangements have been made with financial institutions, and telecommunications methods and procedures are established.  Example transactions in Section 7.0 are associated with many of the arrows labeled "TS 286" in the diagrams.  All 286 transmissions are acknowledged by return of a "Functional Acknowledgment (997)" transaction.

Valid Transactions

A.1.1 Initial/Renewal Application for Vehicle Registration with EFT

This section is concerned with the sequence of events that occurs for "initial" registration (the first time a set of trucks is registered) or for registration renewal.  The two processes involve the same sequence of transmissions except that, for renewals, some states will opt to send a "renewal notice" to remind the carrier that a renewal is due.  This can be executed with a TS 286 message that echoes back to the carrier the fleet registration data that the state has on file from the previous registration period, and which therefore can be used as a basis for the renewal application.

The credential being applied for is an apportioned license plate or an annual sticker for the plate, issued by the carrier’s Base State to enable a vehicle to operate legally in a specified set of jurisdictions at specified maximum weights.  Currently, in addition to the license plate and current-year sticker, a paper "cab card" must be carried in the vehicle, which lists the jurisdictions and the maximum operating weights.

The transaction sequence shown in Diagram A‑1 assumes that the application process proceeds without errors and that the carrier uses Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) to pay his IRP fees.  Except for the payment details, a similar sequence applies for any case where the fee remittance can be verified "on-line" (e.g., EFT, pre-approval for invoicing, debit accounts, etc.)  

The application process begins when the carrier transmits a 286 transaction set with the application data for the carrier’s fleet.  The state’s credentialing interface responds immediately with a TS 997 acknowledging receipt of a syntactically correct TS 286.

The state verifies the eligibility of the carrier to receive a new IRP credential, and determines the fees for the requested new registration.  In a fully functional electronic credentialing environment, this process can be completed in near real time.  In cases where processing is partly manual, such as retrieving paper files for confirmation of previous fee payments, the process will take longer.  If the approval process is completed favorably, the state transmits a TS 286 back to the originator indicating that the credential has been approved, and will be issued once it is paid for.  This transmission includes a statement of required fees as well as the supporting application data, and thereby serves as an invoice to the carrier.

Diagram A‑1 assumes that payment is remitted by the carrier as an electronic funds transfer.  This requires both carrier and state banks to be EDI capable.  Payment is initiated by sending an 820 transaction set to the carrier’s bank (where it serves as a payment order) and to the state’s EDI interface (where it serves as a remittance advice).  (Alternatively, a 286 can be used to send a remittance advice to the state, or the state may opt not to require a remittance advice.)  In any case, each transmission will be acknowledged with a TS 997.

A 286 can be used as a remittance advice to specify that payment is being made by other means (e.g., credit card, check, debit account, etc.)  For any payment method which the state can verify "on-line" (e.g., EFT, pre-approval for invoicing, debit accounts, etc.) the state can provide immediate approval to operate the newly registered vehicles.  The state uses its own defined process to confirm the payment or invoicing and then transmits an electronic credential to the carrier in the final TS 286 of this sequence.  Cab cards (if still legally required) can be printed by the carrier’s system based on the information transmitted in this final TS 286.  In some cases states may allow carriers to stockpile a controlled number of plates, stickers, and cab card forms so that, on approval, carriers can immediately provide legal credentials to their vehicles.  Alternatively, the state can allow credentials printed in the carrier’s office, or credentials faxed to the carrier, to temporarily serve in lieu of the final license plate and/or sticker.  Where plates and forms are not pre-issued, the state’s staff will mail the Base State apportioned license plate and current-year sticker upon approval of the application and verification of payment.

Alternatively, the carrier may choose to pay by conventional means (e.g., check).  This process is shown in Diagram A‑2.  In this case, a final credential will not be issued until payment is received and credited.  The carrier can still use a 286 transmission as an electronic remittance advice, signaling the state system that a payment has been initiated, and specifying the amount and method of payment.  A state has the option of issuing a temporary credential in advance of payment, thereby permitting the carrier to operate his trucks until final approval is received.  This could be implemented by sending a 286 with temporary credential information in advance of confirming payment receipt and again allowing the carrier to print cab cards, or the state could fax a temporary credential.  Upon final approval, the state again sends a 286 electronic credential, and mails plates and stickers.

Ultimately the CVISN system envisions the replacement of paper credentials with electronic ones (the "paperless truck").  In this case, trucks would not be required to carry cab cards or current stickers - the validity of current registrations would uniformly be verifiable by electronic means.  In this case, no transmission of cab cards or stickers to the carrier would be necessary, and the processes in this section would be modified accordingly.

Transactions with Syntax Errors

The simplest type of erroneous transmission is the case of syntax errors.  A syntax error is a specific failure to conform to the structure of the known corresponding transaction set definition.  Such a transaction sequence is shown in Diagram A‑3.  The receiving system, the state’s in this case, is unable to recognize the data as being part of any transaction set, or the transaction set ends abruptly with insufficient information to characterize the missing data.  

The transaction process begins when the applicant transmits a syntactically incorrect 286 transaction set.

The receiver verifies the transaction’s syntax and determines the processing requirements specified by the transaction.  In a fully functional transaction processing environment this process can be completed in near real time.  In this exchange, the application is acknowledged with a TS 997 specifying that a syntactically incorrect transmission was received thereby notifying the applicant that a retransmission is required.  The applicant corrects the problem and submits a corrected application.

Invalid Transactions

More interesting errors may also occur, in which the erroneous transaction is syntactically correct, but the request made is invalid. A transmission may contain "semantic" errors, the message is readable, but some data is inconsistent or missing.  In such cases, the receiving system can frequently provide information on the problem to the applicant. In such situations, a TS 286 is returned to the applicant with a text description of the problem provided (at the HL "AP" level, in the MSG segment at location 2/1700.) A straightforward example of such an error would be failure to provide mandatory data items in an application (e.g., omitting the VIN number for a vehicle).

Diagram A‑4 shows a transaction sequence in which the receiver informs the applicant that an application does not have all the fields necessary.  The transaction is returned with a text message identifying the error and perhaps suggestions on how to repair it. (This particular error would be caught by a well-designed automated transaction system before the applicant transmitted the transaction.  Of course, the receiving system cannot assume well-designed software and sophisticated users on the applicant’s side and needs to validate the transaction to determine if there are errors.)

The transaction process begins when the applicant transmits a 286 transaction set without the proper data for an application.

The receiver verifies the transaction’s syntax and determines the processing requirements specified by the transaction.  In a fully functional transaction processing environment this process can be completed in near real time.  In this exchange, the receiver first returns a TS 997 acknowledging syntactical correctness, then determines the application is not valid, and sends a TS 286 to the applicant indicating the error(s) found.  The applicant acknowledges the TS 286 with a TS 997, corrects the problem, resubmits the transaction, and the transaction process proceeds. 

The same technique and message sequence are used to notify an applicant if a message is syntactically and semantically legal, but the application is then rejected for cause.  Possible examples of such problems are refusing to grant a credential because the applicant has fees outstanding from previous applications, or rejecting the application because data in the message fails some screening test (e.g., the title provided for a vehicle is not legitimate.)  In this case, the "error message" mentioned in the figure would specify the cause for rejection in the MSG segment.  The resolution of the problem could involve a subordinate sequence of TS 286 transactions (or many other possibilities), but once the problem is resolved, the sequence would be continued as in the figure.

Appendix B STATE CREDENTIALS RESOURCES

Due to the nature of EDI implementation, research into data requirements, application processes, and database designs are a necessary part of the implementation process.  To correctly develop EDI applications dealing with a jurisdiction's specific requirements the following information is supplied as guidance to attain that goal.  Each jurisdiction should be able to supply the necessary information on the checks, processes, and application functions that are present in their current system. 

B.1 Credential Administration 

Examples of jurisdiction specific requirements:

· Data element requirements (optional, mandatory)

· Data element attributes (length, type, valid codes, etc.)

· Policies

· Application procedures

· Validation procedures

· Credentials issued

· Electronic payment

In an ideal situation, each jurisdiction would have a source of information that may read as follows:

Other issues to be addressed:

· Uniform Data Requirements - this would attempt to resolve the issue of state specific data requirements by establishing a common set of data to be transmitted to any jurisdiction. This policy would have to be widely accepted by the Commercial Vehicle Credential stakeholders and would, for example, result in a common application form that could serve any jurisdiction wishing to register commercial vehicles.  A wide-ranging, on-going effort, involving all stakeholders, is needed.

· Modes of Carrier Automated Transaction Software (CATS) - this issue concerns the notion of having software that is universal in nature.  That is, the software creates EDI transactions that carry a 'superset' of data.  The recipient jurisdiction extracts only those data items that are required to process an application. Concerns may be raised that this method has more 'dummy' data than it should, and that transmitting extra bytes of data costs money.  Another version of universal software would determine the jurisdiction involved, and create only the data necessary for that particular jurisdiction. Once again, concerns may be raised that this method would require an extremely intelligent program which leads to a major concern over program maintenance and state specific updates.
