Sponsorship
This document was prepared under the sponsorship of the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA).  The Motor Carrier Safety Improvement Act of 1999 established the FMCSA within the US Department of Transportation (DOT), effective January 1, 2000.  Prior to that, the motor carrier and highway safety program was administered under the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA).  The mission of the FMCSA is to improve truck and commercial passenger carrier safety on our nation's highways through information technology, targeted enforcement, research and technology, outreach, and partnerships.  The FMCSA manages the Intelligent Transportation Systems Commercial Vehicle Operations (ITS/CVO) Program, a voluntary effort involving public and private partnerships that uses information systems, innovative technologies, and business practice reengineering to improve safety, simplify government administrative systems, and provide savings to states and motor carriers. 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1.0 Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The tables and codes listed in this document are used in the exchange of safety and credential information related to commercial motor vehicles, carriers, and drivers using Accredited Standards Committee (ASC) X12 Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) standards.  

These standards include:

· Transaction Set (TS) 284 Commercial Vehicle Safety Reports

· TS 285 Commercial Vehicle Safety and Credentials Information Exchange

· TS 286 Commercial Vehicle Credentials

· TS 824 Application Advice

TS 284 is a bi-directional transaction set that can be used by authorized parties to electronically request and send reports on information related to the safe operation of commercial road vehicles, such as inspection reports, safety and compliance review reports, and hazardous material incident reports. 

TS 285 is a bi-directional transaction set that can be used by enforcement officials, government administrators and other authorized parties to electronically ask for information on the safety performance, regulatory compliance and credentials status of commercial motor vehicles, carriers and drivers.  It can also be used by sources that maintain such data to respond to such requests.  

TS 286 is a bi-directional transaction set that can be used by owners, lessees, and drivers of commercial motor vehicles to electronically apply for credentials necessary to legally operate those vehicles, and by authorizing jurisdictions to electronically transmit credential data to applicants and other authorized entities. 

TS 824 can be used to provide the ability to report the results of an application system's data content edits of transaction sets.  The results of editing transaction sets can be reported at the functional group and transaction set level, in either coded or free form format.  It is designed to accommodate the business need of reporting the acceptance, rejection or acceptance with change of any transaction set.

1.2 Scope

This document should be used by government and enforcement organizations (federal, state, local), and entities that exchange information with these organizations.  These entities include owners, lessees, and drivers of commercial motor vehicles, and other authorized parties.

1.3 Responsible Entity

To ensure business requirements of the user community are met, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) has directed The Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Laboratory (JHU/APL) to provide user support, coordination, and oversight of on-going development and maintenance of the Code Directory.  An Electronic Data Interchange Configuration Control Board (EDI-CCB) was established to fulfill this directive.  Users shall submit data requirements not covered in this document to the EDI-CCB as outlined in Section 2.0.

1.4 How To Use This Document

A series of tables containing commonly used codes for commercial vehicle safety and credential information is given in Appendix A.  The Table Identifiers correspond to the codes cited in the X12 Standard for Data Element 1270, Code List Qualifier Code, and shall be used only in that data element.  Table 1‑1 provides a sample Appendix A code table with explanations for the information provided in the actual code tables.  Appendix B provides codes for countries and subdivisions, and where to use these codes.

The standards listed in Section 1.1 use the codes provided in this document.  The codes to use are specified in the implementation documentation associated with these standards (See Section 3.0 for these documents).  The implementation documentation for a standard is to be used by those individuals responsible for creating software interfaces between an application and the ASC X12 standard.

The safety review includes an inspection of selected motor carrier records and operations.  It is used to gather information for assigning ratings to unrated carriers.  The safety review is not ordinarily employed to gather evidence in support of enforcement actions, but will if certain serious violations are discovered (e.g., absence of proof of financial responsibility; document falsification).  

Safety management controls means the systems, policies programs, practices, and procedures used by a motor carrier to ensure compliance with applicable safety and hazardous materials regulations which ensure 

the safe movement of products and passengers through the transportation system, and to reduce the risk of highway accidents and hazardous materials incidents resulting in fatalities, injuries, and property damage. (Reference [4], (385.3)

This appendix consists of two (2) types of code tables.  The Country Codes (Section B.1) are used to express the name of a country, dependency, or other area of particular interest in a coded format.  The names and the corresponding alphabetic 2-character codes are taken from ISO-3166-1: 1997, Section 9, List 1.  The short and official names of the countries are given in the Definition column.

The Country Subdivisions (Section B.2) are used to express the name of a division of a country, dependency, or other area of particular interest, as given in the Country Code Table.  A one-to-one correspondence to the alphabetic 2-character codes in the Country Code Table is maintained.  Whenever possible the subdivision codes are based on those given in ISO-3166, Part 2.  However, given the convention for an alphanumeric 2-character code under Commercial Vehicle Operations, this was not always possible, and the code elements were redefined.  An asterisk follows these codes (*).  NOTE: The asterisk is NOT part of the code.  Also note that some subdivisions are included in the Country Code Series and are so noted in the Explanation column.

To avoid any ambiguity when sending the subdivision code, the appropriate country code should also be sent.  American Samoa, Guam, Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands, U.S. do not have subdivisions and should be reported as a subdivision of the United States when country and subdivision are required.  The individual country subdivision code series also provide a code to reference the country itself as a subdivision (Governmental Jurisdiction) when a specific subdivision is not applicable.  When the country and subdivision are paired in a string, the maximum length of that string shall be five (5) characters, including the separator.  The following structure shall be followed:

1. The first two characters shall be the alphabetic 2-character code from the Country Code Series Table.

2. A hyphen and then the code for the country subdivision shall follow the alphabetic 2-character country code.

3. The code specifying the country subdivision shall be the two alphanumeric characters, for that country, as given in the corresponding Subdivision Code Series Table. 

This structure is provided in the Explanation column of the Subdivision Code Series Table.

These codes are used whenever a country and subdivision must be carried within a text field (type AN) in the X12 standard for:

· Data Element 67, Identification Code, used in the NM1 segment

· Composite Data Structure C040, Reference Identifier, used in the N9 and REF segments

These codes may also be used for Data Element 156, State or Province Code, used in the DMA and DVI segments.
