Operating System

Microsoft Corporation’s Windows NT Server 4.0 with the necessary and required number of Client Access Licenses (Version 4.0 with Service Pack 6a)

Database

Oracle Corporation’s Oracle7 Workgroup Server for Windows NT (must specify number of processors, processor speed, and duration of license) (Version 7.3.4)

The version of the Oracle database server that must be used with CVIEW 3.3 is obsolete.  It cannot be obtained through the normal Oracle purchase procedures.  To obtain it you should file a TAR with Oracle support and ask for Oracle 7 Workgroup Server 7.3.4, PART NO. A42666-6.

The distribution media provided by Oracle for this version of the database contains a label with this warning: “This product is obsolete and may have special support status.  Please check http://metalink.oracle.com -> Product Lifecycle -> Desupport Notices for latest information”

The Oracle installer that is part of this release has an Y2K related defect.  An updated installer may be found at [Insert Web Link Here].

SMTP/POP3 Mail Server

Microsoft Corporation’s Exchange Server with the necessary and required number of Client Access Licenses (Version 5.50 with Service Pack 3)

This COTS software product is currently available to purchase through normal channels.

SMTP/POP3 Application Programming Interface (API)

Distinct Corporation’s Visual Internet Toolkit Run-Time deployment license (Version 4.01G)

This COTS software product is currently available to purchase through normal channels.

The Distinct Visual Internet Toolkit Run-Time (also known as a “client run time”) is software that gives e-mail capabilities to the CVIEW software.  The CVIEW software is designed to work with a specific version of the Distinct software – version 4.01 patch G (4.01G).

Although you cannot purchase this older version directly from the Distinct Corporation, they will permit you to use the older version we supply on our CD-ROM provided you purchase a contemporary version of the same software (and only install a single copy, regardless of the version).
When you purchase the software from Distinct, it will arrive with two numbers: a serial number and a key-code.  They are usually on a label attached to the disk cover, and are used to unlock the Distinct software (allowing it to run).  The numbers you receive will work with older versions of their software, and in fact it is these numbers that you will use when you install the Distinct run-time on the CVIEW CD-ROM.
