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1. Introduction

Since the CVIEW Version 3.3 CD was released in July 2002, development and testing activities for SAFER Versions 4.1 and 4.2 have identified several undetected problems with CVIEW Version 3.3 that need to be corrected in order for CVIEW to function correctly.  These problems have been corrected in a maintenance release (3.3.33) of CVIEW Version 3.3.

CVIEW Version 3.3 Release 3.3.33 consists of the following files:

· CVIEW3.EXE – the revised application executable,

· MBX_DLL – the new SMTP/POP Email library,

· CREATE_VEHICLE_SNAPSHOT.SQL – the new build script for the VEHICLE table, and

· this Release Note.

The first three files listed above are contained in the archive file CVIEW_3_3_33.ZIP, which is located on the same Web page as this Release Note.

2. Problems Corrected

The following are the problems that are corrected in CVIEW Version 3.3 Release 3.3.33:

1- The subsequent receipt of and an attempt to concurrently process a small e-mail message can interrupt the processing of an existing large e-mail message.  For example, the processing of a large carrier subscription message will be interrupted when a subsequent vehicle inspection or IRP update is received and processed.

2 – When a carrier IRP snapshot is sent to CVIEW Version 3.3 from SAFER, the IRP Account Number in the snapshot is not extracted and loaded in CVIEW’s database nor is it included in carrier IRP subscription view snapshots sent from the CVIEW to its subscribers.

3 – Each time CVIEW Version 3.3 cannot successfully read any of its input or subscription mailboxes, an empty file is created on its hard disk.  These files must be periodically deleted via a manual purge operation to avoid disk storage problems.

4 – If CVIEW receives a vehicle IRP Snapshot update that changes the Safety Carrier for a vehicle for which IRP registration information already exists in CVIEW’s database (same VIN, IRP_BASE_STATE, LICENSE_PLATE_NUMBER), instead of replacing the Safety Carrier in the existing registration record, CVIEW attempts to insert a new registration record.  That insert fails due to a database constraint error.

5 – The size of the UNIT_NUMBER in the CVIEW Version 3.3 database’s VEHICLE_VIN table is too small and must be corrected to avoid truncation.

3. Using the Replacement Files

1 - After unzipping the archive file, and stopping the CVIEW Version 3.3 Service (if it was running), replace the version of the CVIEW3.EXE and MBX.DLL files provided on the CVIEW CD with the files extracted from the zip archive.

2 – If a CVIEW Version 3.3 DOT30 database has not been built, substitute the CREATE_VEHICLE_SNAPSHOT.SQL file from the zip archive for the one provided on the CVIEW CD when building the CVIEW DOT30 database.

If a CVIEW DOT30 database has already been built, connect to that database via SQL-Plus and execute the following SQL commands:

ALTER TABLE VEHICLE_VIN MODIFY (UNIT_NUMBER varchar2(20));
